[image: image2.wmf]     A rash of convenience store burglaries were occurring in the quiet town of Hohum.  In the first 4 burglaries, the guilty party had left behind no trace of evidence to guide the police to a definite suspect.  However, in theft #5, the burglar cut himself/herself on a piece of broken glass from the window and left behind a small amount of blood at the crime scene.  
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     A witness who lived behind the convenience store gave a general description of a man who was seen in the area just before the burglary.  Police brought in 4 suspects (with prior arrests) who matched the description.  Each submitted to a blood test for DNA fingerprinting to prove their innocence.
