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1. Cut out the chromosomes from the paper.  Pair up the homologous chromosomes and create a karyotype. Once you have created your karyotype, consult your genetic counselor (teacher) to determine your baby’s disorder or inherited trait.
2. Research your baby’s disorder or trait.  As you find information, be sure to document your sources.  You will need a brief description and several pictures for the project that you select.  Be sure to include in your description the type of inheritance of your disorder or trait. For example, 

· The disorder could be caused by nondisjunction during meiosis.  

· The trait could be sex-linked, autosomal dominant or autosomal recessive.

· The trait could be simply caused by a single gene.

3. Determine the type of product that you will create to present your findings.  Below is a list of some products that you may select from and the expected criteria for each.

4. Create your product and presentation according to the rubric below. Please do not limit yourself to this description.  These are just ideas to get your brain started.  
Ad Campaign (Partner Project): MUST be approved by your teacher.  
You are to create an ad compaign like you would see on television for your baby’s disorder. Products that are to be included in the ad campaign are storyboard for a commercial, a brochure about the disorder, a newspaper article about a family dealing with the disorder, and quick 30 second radio spot (written and oral) advertising for a fundraising event.  

Diary
This product is to be a created like a real diary.  You can purchase or create your own hand-made cover. You can even use a gift bag to create your cover as well.  This is a project for those of you that love to write. It should be hand written.
Scrapbook
This should look like a real scrapbook.  Each page should include photos of your child, captions for the photos, and a part for journaling the events.  

Telethon Advertisement
The advertisement should be for a telethon.  You will inform the audience about the facts of the disorder, difficulties in raising a child with a disorder, and information on real organizations that your callers can contribute to.  This product would be submitted in the form of a video.
Brochure
This project should be done in a digital format.  It should be done in a professional manner and in such a way that it could be placed in a doctor’s office.  Both sides of the brochure must be covered with information or pictures. 
Cereal Box
You are to take a cereal box and remove the bag from inside and then cut open the box.  Keep in mind that the box should be able to be folded back up to look like a cereal box then you are done. You will decorate the inside and outside of the box with information on your child’s disorder.  Also, think of things that are normally found IN and on the cereal box when you create your box.  
Brown Paper Bag Trifold
Your teacher has directions on how to make this product.  You will use the brown paper bag in a similar way that you would use a poster, but you will have to be able to fold as shown in the directions.
