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Over the next 2 weeks, you will observe the various organelles in the cell as well as their functions. To learn about the cell, you and your partner(s) will be assigned a plant or animal cell of which you will create a 3 dimensional model.   Each day, you will be expected to research a different structure in the cell.  As you research, keep in mind that each organelle will need to actually look like the models/pictures in your book.  

Interspersed throughout your research of the structures and functions of the cell, there will be several labs that demonstrate the functions of the cell.  For each of these labs, you are to submit a conclusion or in some cases an entire lab report.
